d. If someone needs to purchase a ticket, tickets are $15 at the door
e. All tickets are purchased at ticket check-in table (the only place that money is exchanged). Extra voting tickets and corn hole.
f. Additional red tickets are:
i. 1 ticket for $1 or 12 tickets for $10
3. Chili Check-in table
a. Fill out their chili form
b. Fill out chili form, tape their number to their chili pot
c. Give them the coordinating numbered voting box
d. Have them write their chili name and number on the board
e. Once they arrive in the cafeteria, guide them to the correct category to place their chili
f. Be sure their chili number is taped on their spot
g. Have them place their voting box in front of their chili pot
h. Be sure each pot of chili has a serving spoon
i. At 8:00, all voting boxes need to be picked up and take to the check-in table for counting
j. After counting each box, place the number of tickets next to their name on the chili check-in sheet
k. The one with the most tickets for each category wins for that category 
l. The chili that receives the most overall votes will win the best overall
